Guidance for supporting internal and / or locality linked school 

moderation for the EYFSP

Aim:

· To ensure accuracy of judgements for EYFSP scale points and the security of data

· To ensure appropriate progress is made by all children including vulnerable groups
Focus:

· A rolling programme of identified scale points, using evidence from a selected group of children – such as: above, average & low attaining children, Girls/Boys, Summer born etc.
Evidence:

· Teacher’s files of dated observations 
· Assessments of teacher directed activity 

· Annotated photos which demonstrate achievement

· Recent examples of children’s own mark making 

· Paintings, drawings and models etc

· Evidence of parent and child voice 
· Electronic profile assessments

The evidence from paired observation of children will further support agreement of the accuracy of the judgements
Methodology:
· Using all of the evidence from the above list – for the focus area, look at the evidence that supports the achievement for specific children
· Select group of children: the electronic eProfile has a function that puts a cohort into groups and allows examination of specific data sets 

· Share evidence and match to exemplification statements in the EYFSP handbook & Kent Exemplification Materials

· Discuss interpretation of exemplification ensuring evidence supports judgements in line with exemplification materials

· Evidence demonstrates the learning environment supports independent activity

	· Some judgements are generally agreed to be accurate

· More than 20% of evidence to support judgements comes from directed activity

· Limited range of evidence or evidence mainly from formal activity

· Observations do not demonstrate progress over time

· Systems in place are not easy to follow

· Adults rely heavily on anecdotal evidence

· A little evidence of involvement of the child and / or the parent voice
· The school has moderated internally and/or with a local school
	· Methodology for collecting evidence needs improvement

· Evidence needs to demonstrate independent learning across all curriculum areas

Inadequate


	· Majority of judgements are inaccurate and can not be substantiated

· Little or no evidence from independent activity

· Majority of assessments made from teacher directed activity

· No evidence of parent and child voice
· No internal moderation has taken place
