One to One Tuition Funding

2010-11 academic year
In a change to our payment policy, all funded tuition places registered on the DfE data collection web site by the deadline (midnight on 31 March) will be paid to schools in the April advance.  This will close the accounts for this academic year’s tuition.
Potential Funding streams in 2011-12

The ring fence of a number of specific grants , including one to one tuition, has been removed from 1 April 2011 and funding is now included in the Dedicated Schools Grant (DSG).  

The majority of these former specific grants have been incorporated into the delegated formula budget for schools (which were issued on 4 March 2011).  However, a balance of former grants totalling over £12M has been temporarily retained by the Local Authority pending a decision by the Schools Funding Forum in May.  The £12M includes the balance of the former tuition funding.

All primary schools have been allocated a notional share of this balance at a rate of £75 per pupil. The rate for secondary schools is £56 per pupil.  These allocations remain provisional until the Forum formally confirms the basis of distribution at its May meeting and Finance will advise schools of the meeting outcomes in due course.

Pupil Premium is another source of potential funding for tuition and is paid to schools on Free School Meals entitlement, Looked after Children and service children on roll on school census day (January 2011).  There will be no adjustments during the year for pupils leaving or joining.
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
