· How long does it take to get from Monkton School to Leopold Street in Ramsgate?
· “Let’s talk about maths” 



	Activities to carry out together

Use a calendar showing days and months to:

· find birthdays of members of the family and work out how many days and weeks it is until the next birthday;

· find out what days of the week your birthdays will be next year;

· work out the length of the school summer holiday;

· look at the calendar for May and work out what day the 13th of June will be. Check to see if you were right?

Produce your own timetable of events for the week.




	Other ideas
Now you have had a go at using the TV schedule why not try similar questions with other timetables e.g cinema times, tide timetables (as on the front) train and bus timetables, swimming sessions.
