	Activities to carry out together

· Draw pictures of things they have done each day to create their own diary. Then talk about the pattern over a week.
· Look at clocks at relevant times of the day. 
· Go on a “clock hunt”. How many clocks have you got in your house? Are they all the same? Can you find any clocks when out?
· Sequence stories using “before, after and next” vocabulary.




	Other ideas
Look at old birthday cards and talk about candles for the cake.
Use clocks on the microwave, cooker, alarm clocks, watches, DVD player to highlight time changes.
