Activities to carry out together

· Would this place be ahead or behind UK time?  Why?

· Research by how many hours this place is ahead or behind UK time

· If a flight for this city left London at 10am, what would be the time in that place when it arrives?

· Imagine you are in charge of an airline – produce your own flight timetable for different world cities

Play 20 questions ….. I’m thinking of a time – child has 20 questions to work out what it is.


On a car journey – what time do you think we will get there? How long do you think we will be in this queue, let’s time it and see whose guess was the closest.


Ask your child to show you how to use a number line (time line) to work out time intervals.
