Section 4 – School plans for Wider Opportunities Instrument loan 09-10
Please note that the Government’s vision is that pupils at KS2 will receive free instrumental or vocal lessons for at least one year so that by 2011 every child will have benefited from this provision during their time at primary school.  The free provision will normally be in a large group or whole class setting.  The Government also expects that at the end of the year of free tuition pupils are offered opportunities to continue learning and expects that schools will apply appropriate charging (and remissions) policies to enable equality of access.

Advisory Service Kent can now supply schools with a broad range of DCSF-funded instruments for the duration of approved Wider Opportunities year-long tuition and for follow-on ensembles and continuers. It is hoped that existing projects will be built upon and that new projects will be introduced. Instrument loan is free of charge with repairs and maintenance the responsibility of the school.  ASK will transfer instruments no longer in use to other projects. See page 1 for list of approved uses of grant.
