Interventions to Support Under-achieving Pupils in English
The Strategy relaunched its Intervention Strategy in 2006 in order to raise standards in English and mathematics and to improve literacy across the curriculum. It defined intervention as:

 ‘Action planned to improve the progress of targeted pupils who have been          identified as falling behind the expected level of attainment, and who are at risk of not fulfilling their potential. Intervention implies that these pupils will receive some additional or different provision at certain times, but effective intervention also requires that the needs of these pupils are taken account of in all their teaching’.
The secondary intervention site has two main areas  that will support schools in meeting the needs of underachieving pupils:

· Intervention training modules for school leaders, teachers and TAs 

· Progression maps for reading and writing

Progression maps are a curriculum planning tool to support teachers in improving the progress of underachieving pupils in Years 7 to 11. They 
· describe the pathways of progression in reading and writing
· identify the critical next learning steps for pupils as curricular targets a

· offer ideas, advice and lesson plans

· contain advice for parents, carers and mentors who are giving support.

Study Plus (English and mathematics) DfES 00327-2007PCK-EN
This is an intervention programme for Year 10 and Year 11, targeted at pupils who achieved a low level 5 at the end of Year 9 and who are currently assessed as a grade D, but who have the potential to achieve a grade C with some additional support. 
The resources and CD provide teachers with 20 teaching units, ten for reading and 10 for writing, with all lessons structured around curricular targets.

Study Plus does not follow a set syllabus or accreditation and teachers are encouraged to devise their own lessons using the Study Plus approach to meet the needs of their own target pupils. It is hoped that skills developed in Study plus will also be transferred to other subjects across the curriculum. The recommended model is for schools to offer Study Plus as an option subject in Year 10 and 11, but if this is not possible the resources may be used in mainstream lessons and as part of any intervention sessions during and after school.
