ADMISSION TO SECONDARY SCHOOLS AFTER 4 APRIL 2011
This year the Authority will allocate places at schools which are below their Published Admission Number (PAN) given in our booklet  “Admission to Secondary School in Kent 2011” to children on the school’s waiting list.  Offers will be made on set dates from 4 April.
On 24 March 2011 the Authority will send all schools details of any late applications received after 10 December 2010.  These children will  need to be incorporated  into your waiting list, taking account of your oversubscription criteria.  If the child has applied for a grammar school place, we will advise you of their assessment decision as only children assessed suitable for grammar school can be placed on a grammar school’s waiting list.  If, on 4 April, we cannot allocate the late applicant a place we will allocate a place at an alternative school.
After 4 April 2011  parents who wish to apply for a place at a school not named on their SCAF, or who have not already made a secondary school application to Kent, must complete a Late Secondary Application Form.  Parents can download the form from www.kent.gov.uk/secondaryadmissions and follow the links on the page, or contact the Admissions Team 01622 696565 for a copy.   
Parents can apply for up to four schools on the Late Secondary Application Form.   If they wish their child to remain on the waiting list for any school they previoulsy applied for but were turned down, they must name the school together with any new schools, on their Late Secondary Application Form.  Parents who have already completed a waiting list form and do not wish to apply for other schools will remain on a school’s waiting list and do not need to complete a Late Secondary Application Form.

The Authority will allocate places at schools below their PAN on the following dates – 6 May, 10 June and 8 July – to children on their waiting list.  Admissions will notify parents about the outcome of their application and, where appropriate, advise parents of their right of appeal.

Parents who are offered a place from the waiting list will need to let Admissions know whether they wish to accept the place.  If they do not respond, their original offer may be withdrawn so that other children can be offered a place.

Vacant places cannot be held against appeals: appeals for an oversubscribed school can only be heard when the school has reached its PAN, so any vacancies that arise must be filled from the waiting list before appeals are considered (School Admissions Code, para 3.20).Schools must contact the Admissions Team on 01622 696656 if this is the case.
If the school is a grammar school and the pupil has not sat the Kent test, the school should liaise with Admissions about testing.  A child who has already sat the Kent test for Year 7 entry may not be tested again for Year 7 entry.
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
