APPEAL INFORMATION

Parents have been asked to lodge appeals by 22 March 2011.

Where a school has places available after 4 April, and parents have lodged an appeal against the refusal of a place, the Authority can allocate them a place at the school without the appeal being heard, provided there are no other applicants at that time on the waiting list who rank higher through the application of the school’s oversubscription criteria.

(Where the school is a grammar school a place may only be allocated if the child has been assessed as being suitable for a grammar school place and there are no other applicants at that time on the waiting list who rank higher through the application of the school’s oversubscription criteria.)
