Information For Schools About Pupils Dual Rolled With The Health Needs Education Service
Aim

The aim of the service is to provide continuity of education during the time a pupil is too unwell to attend their home school.

Attendance

All pupils supported by the HNES must remain on roll of their home school.  Pupils will be dual roll with the home school status as ‘main dual’ and the East or west bases as ‘subsidiary dual’.  Therefore registration will be D.

Re-integration  

When a plan is in place then the HNES Service Base will enter D and the school will register as normal (present and absent).

Recoupment

The schools Funding Forum has agreed recoupment of a proportion of AWPU for the time a pupil is supported by the service.  This is on a pro-rata basis, using the number of taught hours delivered by the HNES and home school.

The home school maintains overall responsibility and may be called on for:

· Text books for home tutored pupils

· Public examination fees

· Funding for vocational courses (Yr 11)

· Recoupment of very severe and complex need funding for statement pupils
