Criteria for placement at East or West Kent base or Tonbridge Satellite

· Long term health problems (mental or physical) when prevents school attendance, e.g. ME/CFS/Agoraphobia.

· Year 10/11 student needing continuity for exams.

· Pupil needing to learn to manage their condition.

· Pregnant schoolgirls with additional health needs.

· Working towards full time provision or reintegration.

· Health issues which result in pupil frequently being sent home from school.

Criteria for Home Tuition

Pupils are unable to attend school because of:-

· Mental health needs engaged with CAMHS Tier 3 phobias, severe anxieties.

· Physical Needs: degenerative/progressive, cancer, acquired brain injuries, epilepsy, diabetes, ME, cystic fibrosis.

· When supported by advice from a Consultant, Paediatrician or Psychiatrist that the pupil needs education otherwise than at school.

Criteria for Placement at Gatland Education Unit

· A patient at the Oast (tier 4 provision).

· Referral of those waiting for Oast inpatient place.

Advice to School

· Where there is the need for support to write a risk assessment and care plan.

· Facilitating support from health partners (e.g. school nurses, specialist nurses).

· Facilitating training, advice and awareness raising about the pupil health needs.

· Advice to write schools policies for meeting health needs and managing medicines in schools.
