Outline model School Policy for meeting the Health Needs of Children and Young People 
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Aim

· To ensure continuity of education for children whose attendance is disrupted for health reasons.

· To inform the EWO and LA if a pupil is likely to be absent for more than 15 days.

Procedure (Role of School Co-ordinator)

· The Co-ordinator or names person for pupils ‘educated otherwise’ to be informed when a pupil is absent for health reasons.

· Discuss informally with Co-ordinator.

· Discuss outreach support for the School.

· Referral to the Health Needs Service by form with parental permission and medical evidence.

· Arrange for work to be sent home collected marked and returned for the first 15 working days.

· When Health Needs support is agreed, call a multi agency planning meeting to agree:

· Length and type of support

· Link person in school

· Reintegration plans

· Future review dates

· Supply the tutor or base with information about pupil abilities, needs and programmes of work.

· Monitor the progress with the Health Needs Education Service.

· Liaise with partner agencies as appropriate.

· Ensure pupils are kept in touch with their peers and School social events.

· Facilitate contact with Connexions when a pupil is over 13 years.

· Ensure that the register is appropriately marked.

· Loan materials to the pupil and service as needed.

· Ensure planning takes account of pupil views.
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
