QUALITY OF TEACHING AND LEARNING – SEPTEMBER 2005 (WORKING DRAFT ONLY)

INADEQUATE
SATISFACTORY – Teaching is inadequate in no major respect and may be good in some respects
GOOD
OUTSTANDING

· Learners generally, or particular groups of them do not make adequate progress because the teaching is unsatisfactory.

· Learners do not enjoy their work.
· Teaching enables learners to enjoy their education and make the progress that should be expected of them.  Learners or particular groups of them generally make adequate progress.

· Learners enjoy their work.
· Learners make good progress and show good attitudes to their work as a result of effective teaching.
· Teaching is at least good in all or nearly all respects.

· Teaching is exemplary in significant elements.

· As a result learners thrive and make exceptionally good progress.

(Exemplars)

· Teacher’s knowledge of the curriculum is inadequate.

· Methods used do not sufficiently engage or encourage learners.

· Not enough independent learning.

· Learners are excessively passive.
· Teacher has genuine curriculum knowledge.

· Methods used engage and encourage learners.

· Pupils have opportunities to make choices and contribute their own ideas.
· The teacher’s good subject knowledge lends confidence to their teaching styles.

· This engages learners and encourages them to work well independently.


· Level of challenge is often wrongly pitched.

· Teachers’ do not have clear enough understanding of learners’ needs.
· Pupils’ have sufficient challenge.

· Teachers have a clear understanding of learners’ needs.
· Level of challenge stretches without inhibiting.

· Work is closely tailored to the full range of learners’ needs so that all can succeed.

· Good diagnosis of additional educational needs leads to work that is well matched.


· Assessment is not frequent or accurate enough to monitor learners’ progress.

· Learners’ to no know how to improve.
· Teacher uses assessment information to set accurate targets.

· Teachers regularly let pupils know how well they are doing.

· Learners know how to improve.
· Thorough and accurate assessment informs learners how to improve.

· Learners are guided to assess their work themselves.


· Behaviour is often inappropriate and/or not adequately managed.
· Behaviour in appropriate within a well-ordered atmosphere.
· Any unsatisfactory behaviour is managed effectively.


· Teaching Assistants are not used effectively to support learning.

· Parents/Carers are inadequately helped to support learners.
· Teaching Assistants are guided effectively to support learners.

· Parents/Carers are helped to support learners.
· Teaching Assistants and other classroom helpers are well directed to support learning.

· Good relationships support parents/carers in helping learners to succee.
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
