

Draft Local Area Agreement 2 - Particular priorities relating to LCSP (as agreed by the Kent Children’s County Board):
I. To reduce the impact of poverty (generational and situational) on children lives by tackling the underlying causes and mitigating the effects.   

II. To draw on and improve resilience in C&YP to help then make informed and healthy/safe choices and develop coping strategies.  To include a focus on C&YP with emotional and/or mental health problems.  

III. To improve parenting by implementing every Parent Matters and developing more effective multi agency support and early intervention for families experiencing problems. To include:

· taking action to increase fathers involvement in their children’s upbringing

· reducing the incidence & impact of domestic violence and substance misuse on children and families

· improving the communication & interaction development of younger children

IV. To improve the quality and stability of housing provision for vulnerable Children & Young People through to early adulthood.        

V. To improve the achievement and quality of life for young carers by implementing the Young Carers Strategy.

VI. To ensure more young people have things to do and safe places to go in their leisure time and improve outcomes for adolescence at risk to themselves and potentially others, through for example implementation of the Integrated Youth Strategy.

VII. To increase engagement and participation by young people in education, employment and society in order to prevent disaffection and improve security.

VIII. To take action to reduce the incidence and impact of bullying in school and the community.

The under-18 conception rate in Ashford for 2006 was 43.3 per 1000 aged 15-17 which is slightly above the Kent figure.  The 2010 target for Ashford is 25.6 per 1000.  Following a decline in 2001-2003, the rate of conceptions rose in 2004 with only marginal improvements in 2005 and 2006. The 2006 rate equates to 97 conceptions.

	General health:
· Life expectancy for males and females is higher than the national average but Stanhope ward has the lowest life expectancy in Kent
.

· 7.24% of people describe their health as ‘not good’ compared to 7.12% in south east.

· In households with dependent children, 948 adults had a limiting long term illness; CYP with limiting long-term illness – 3.9%

· Rate of child immunisations - higher levels than PCT average
 and above Kent average

· Children with complex needs – over 50 children aged 0-5 known to Specialist Nurse Adviser Service.  This is specifically linked to Ashford’s growth – average caseload for comparable district is 30. 

· Significant increase in referral rates and intervention periods for paediatric therapy services including speech and language therapy, physiotherapy and occupational therapy. No speech and language therapy available for secondary age CYP
.

· Ashford’s consultant paediatrician has noticed a significant increase in the numbers of families moving to the Ashford district with severe impairments and complex needs.

· 580 CYP under 16 were claiming Disability Living Allowance in August 2005
 
· The recent Parliamentary Hearings for services for disabled children and young people acknowledged that the number of disabled children and young people living in the UK is now 7% of the total population (based on KCC’s estimated population.)
 
Pupil voice
:
· Over 70% of primary children and over 80% of secondary pupils had visited a dentist in last year.

· 90% of primary pupils believed they knew how to be healthy

· 65% of primary pupils said they ate 5 or more fruit and veg most days (marginally less than the Kent average). 50% of secondary YP reported eating 5 or more fruit and veg most days (Kent average).

· 68% of secondary pupils sat down to eat with their families most days; 83% of primary children.

· 79% of secondary children take packed lunches or bought food from elsewhere compared to 66% average in Kent; around 14% have school meals compared to 26% for Kent. For primary pupils the rates are exactly in line with Kent average. More primary children are taken to and from school by car than the Kent average (+5%).  At secondary level more pupils walk to school than Kent average (-5%)
· 10% of secondary children reported smoking on most days (Kent: 7%; Ashford lower only than Rural swale, Swanley and District and Dartford East)).  80% reported never smoking (Kent: 84%).  72% strongly agreed that smoking causes health problems.  
· 5% of secondary CYP reported drinking alcohol most days (Kent 4%); 25% reported drinking 1 or 2 times a month. 9% said they ‘get drunk’ most days or 1 or 2 times a week.
· 89% of primary children said they could talk to an adult at home when they needed help and 80% said they could talk to someone at school.

· Just over 70% of primary pupils say they usually feel happy.

· 13% of 11-19 year olds said that they felt very sad or depressed on most days (higher than Kent average for ‘most days’ / 1 or 2 times a week and 1 or 2 times a month by 3-4%)
Drugs and Alcohol:

· Survey of CYP conducted by DoH in 2004 suggests that nationally drug use in 11-15 year age group may have fallen (18% 2004 / 21% 2003). British Crime Survey also reports a fall in recorded drug use in CYP 16-24 (2004/5, 26.3% reported using in last year, 31.8% in 1998).  Schools Health Education Unit report similar trends.  However, reported drug use in South East is higher than national average
.

· Drug Intervention Support Programme – 22 referrals in Ashford (16 male / 6 female; 15 cannabis and 7 alcohol; 7 pupils facing exclusion); 25 KCA targeted interventions for vulnerable groups: 25 male / 11 female. KDAAT treatment service data 2006/7: 28 male / 14 female; 15 aged 12-16. Majority alcohol or cannabis referrals
.

· Hospital admissions with mention of alcohol / drug 2005-6
 - Stanhope ward ranks highest in Ashford district.

· Alcohol is a common factor in recorded incidents for domestic abuse.

Pregnancy / Sexual health / maternal health: 

· In 2005 the total number of live births to unmarried mothers was 553 (just over 40%)

· Teenage conception is strongly correlated with deprivation and vulnerable groups.  Evidence suggests that poor educational attainment, living in care, parental aspirations, alcohol and drug misuse, mental illness and poor contraceptive use predispose young women to teenage motherhood.

· Teen pregnancy concentrated in deprived areas - Beaver, Godinton, Stanhope, Stour, Victoria and Washford (Tier 1 interventions). 

· The percentage of under 18 conceptions leading to termination has increased from 36% for 1998-2000 to 46.8% in 2004-6

· Increased demand for sexual health outreach services.  Between 1998 and 2004 initial visits to sexual health clinics have trebled (Kent doubled)
. Increased demand for contraceptive implants

· Difficulties for YP accessing sexual health services see KCU research - only the North school has allowed the sexual health outreach nurse to run a weekly contraceptive service from the school.

· Research shows a range of negative outcomes for young parents – more likely to experience poverty, unemployment and social exclusion and their babies are at a higher risk of infant mortality, suffering an accident and to experience behavioural difficulties

· Primary mental health team has noted a recent increase in the number of children with food related issues (3-8 age group). General increase in number of referrals for children aged 2 and over. Racial Incidents

There has been a consistent level of reporting in the number of racial incidents reported by Primary schools between 2003/4 (14) and 2006/7 (17). Out of 22 primary schools 18 reported no incidents in 2006/7. One school shows a small increase over the last year.

In secondary,  the number of incidents from 2003/04 to 2006/07 has increased from 12 to 30 with 4 schools showing an increase over the last year (06/07), however, in over the past 4 years there are 2 with a significant increase.
Pupil voice:

· 67% of primary pupils said they feel safe in school (Kent 65%) and where they live (Kent 66%).  74% said they feel safe getting to and from school (Kent 75%)

· 40% of primary children said they had been picked on or bullied at school in the last year (slightly higher than Kent average).  73% (below Kent average) said they had been picked on going to or from school

· Over 90% of primary pupils would tell an adult if they saw someone being bullied

· 87% of primary pupils believed they knew how to stay safe.

· At secondary school, 61% of pupils said they feel safe most of the time in school (below Kent average of 68%) and 72% feel safe where they live (above Kent average of 68%). 

· 33% of secondary pupils recorded that they had been bullied at school in the last year (just above Kent average).  80% of this was verbal abuse.

; main concerns identified by 12-16 age group: transport and fear of crime (preventing access to facilities); not feeling safe in neighbourhood

· Improved road safety awareness campaigns, particularly for children walking to school alone

	Population growth and profile:

· The population of Ashford is now approximately 110,000 (expected population by 2021 is 141,000).  The 2005 mid year population estimates
 record 27,300 children and young people (aged 0-18) in the Ashford district accounting for 24.8% of the total Ashford population and represents an 8.7% increase since 2000.   The young population is forecast to reach 29,900 by 2016 representing a further 8% increase, contrasted with an overall decrease in the numbers of young people in Kent (-8.1%).

· Ashford has a broad spectrum population with areas with high levels of deprivation.  The Index of Multiple Deprivation combines a range of indicators into a single deprivation score; the score for Ashford 1 schools is 15.67
 and is similar to the overall Kent average (16.85) – Cluster ranking 9. Stanhope is the most deprived ward in Ashford 1 with an IMD score of 44.73 (ranked within top 20% nationally deprived areas)
 . There are over 5000 council properties in the borough of Ashford. 

·  The total unemployed stands at 1,759
 [check % population].  There are 2,811 households (3.59%) with no adults employed and dependent children and 4,250 lone parent households (90% female parent)
. 

·  Ashford is a designated growth area for SE England.  Plans include the creation of 28,000 jobs and 31,000 new homes by 2031, bringing up to 70,000 people to the area.

EAL / minority ethnic groups:

· 2007 school census identifies 5.8% total EAL pupils in Ashford 1 (5th highest in Kent) and rising. The main ethnic groups (above 1% of pupil population): White British – 81.5%, any other white – 4.2%, any other mixed/dual background – 1.3%, any other Asian background – 2.9.1% and Black African 1%.  The ‘any other Asian background’ group in Ashford, with Dover and Shepway 1, is higher than across Kent, reflecting the growth in Nepalese families (also growth in families from Eastern Europe). There has been an increase in the percentage of pupils from Minority Ethnic backgrounds in schools in Ashford 1 of 2%  from 2007 to 2008 (13% to 15%). The increase in those recorded as having EAL has increased by 1.8%. 

· The majority of primary schools have greater than 10% ethnic minority population with 4 schools over 20%.   Ashford South Primary School has 24.63%, East Stour Primary School has 19.32%, St Mary’s CEP School has 28.91%, St Teresa’s Catholic Primary School has 21.7%, Willesborough Infant School has 23.96%.

· At secondary level The Towers has 23.95% of children from Minority Ethnic background with all other secondary schools having between 10 and 20% of their pupil population.

‘Happy Families’ and ‘Blue Collar Enterprise’ dominate Ashford 1.  25.8% primary and 30% of secondary pupils are happy families – considerably higher than Kent average.  BCE is 25.6% of primary pupils and 20% of secondary around double the Kent average.  BCE families often live on council estates and adults generally leave school with few or no qualifications.  Educational attainment for ‘happy families’ is generally satisfactory but CYP from both categories are unlikely to go on to higher education.  CYP attending special schools in Ashford are also most likely to come from these two categories.

Pupil voice:
· Over half of secondary pupils said they never have an opportunity to have a say on issues affecting the area where they live (slightly higher than Kent average).
· Lower numbers of primary and secondary pupils recycle than Kent average.
· Over half of primary school children believed that had a chance to say what they think about what happens in school.

· 86% of secondary pupils thought that when they really try that can help make a difference to their own lives and 56% thought they could make a difference to world issues. They either already helped others (neighbours / voluntary work / raising money for charity) or would like to.

· Over 60% of secondary pupils said they would not join a school council and over 40% said they wouldn’t vote in a school election.
