	3.  The Way Forward


	· Calculation policies have not been established in the schools present as a separate part of the maths policy. This would be a good starting project for the network
· There was felt to be a need to have a pre –moderation meeting to focus on the KS1 moderation 
· PEP considered that a Maths challenge at KS1,2 and 3.- using Y7/8 CCW pupils would be a good initiative. LFN stressed the need for the learning from this to be sustainable
· PEP suggested visiting other schools including CCW- first need to ascertain where good practice is across the partnership.
· Support in staff training offered by CCW (CPD following further gap analysis at KS2)

· Problem solving across key stages was discussed and thought to be useful – concerns over the actual problem to cover such a wide age range were noted. LG to investigate further. LFN- could you speak to Heather Weitzel please and report back?
