In the context of the government-funded G&T scheme 

“Gifted” pupils are those with abilities in one or more mainstream academic subjects;

“Talented” pupils are those with creative abilities – art; sport; music etc. 

(They need not be prodigies, but will be in the top 10% in their class/year group).

Children are assessed and nominated by their teachers – using SATs results as a guide – and are invited to participate in “enrichment activities” such as after-school classes, summer schools, workshops and master classes.

Our G&T register needs to include a minimum of 10% of our children, and we are looking for nominations from all year groups.
