NQT meeting: April 2008
Prior to child starting

· Meet the family

· Gather information about child’s background- use photos if possible. Check on previous mobility and schooling. Likes and dislikes of the child.

· Brief the class 

· Speak to the AEN coordinator for support

· Find out if there is a welcome book/ CD in the appropriate language 

On arrival

· Set up a buddy system

· Ask the children to participate in a photo collage of their home life to add to that of the new pupil

· Make prompts using visuals or pictorial clues (or get the class to put together digital photos- use of “key ring” photo prompts

· Brief MDMS and TAs

· Ensure that you have a meeting with parents approx.4 weeks later to ensure that all concerns have been settled

Please note that your school’s office should have a variety of standard letters in different languages for you to use as appropriate.

If you have any concerns do approach the school’s AEN coordinator and the Cluster specialist teacher for minority ethnic and bilingual pupils’ achievement.
