Multi Activity Zone

This should be the largest area of the playground allowing for several organised activities to take place, as well as space for those who do not want to join in organised activities to play freely.  Football should not be allowed other than in the games zone unless additional space is available, perhaps on the field during the summer.
Activities in this zone are organised into the following categories:

· TAG Games – When one or more players have to chase and touch others in order to catch them
· Crossover Games – The games involve crossing over from one end of the playing area to the other.
· Circle Games – Where the activity is mainly structured around the participants forming a circle.
· Relays – Team races where it is possible for large numbers of players to be active in a relatively small area.  Good for indoor activity.
· Skipping & Rhyme – Individual and group skipping techniques, rhymes and ideas. 
· Parachute Games – Games possible for both larger and smaller groups. 
· Others – Activities that do not fall easily into the above categories.
This zone is also where free play using equipment occurs.
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
