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Fonts for the Web
When selecting a font for the web you must remember that the font you have chosen needs to be installed on the user's computer in order for the web browser to display it. If the font you have chosen to be displayed is not installed on your user’s computer a default font may be displayed instead. Using non-websafe fonts may mean the text may not appear as you intend it to.
This is why it is better to choose from web safe fonts that are likely to be installed on most machines.

Web safe fonts:

Arial 

Arial Black 

Courier New 

Georgia

Trebuchet 

Verdana

Although there are several web-safe text fonts, Georgia, Trebuchet and Verdana were actually designed for web use. These fonts are the ones you should aim to use. We use Verdana on Kent Trust Web.
 Serif and Sans serif 
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Fonts are can be divided into two different typeface categories. Serif and Sans-serif fonts. Serif fonts have a small decorative line added as embellishment to the basic form of a character.

Sans-serif fonts have become the standard for text on-screen and online. This is because electronic screens can present sans-serif fonts more clearly than serif fonts. For print reading serif fonts are generally more readable.
We recommend using Arial for print documents and Verdana for electronic documents/web pages.
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
