	summary OF REPORT:    
To make the Forum aware of pending changes to the Forum membership and elections for the Chairperson and Vice Chairperson of the Schools’ Funding Forum.



1. Background

For different reasons there are a number of pending changes of representatives to the membership of the Schools’ Funding Forum
2. Changes to the Forum membership.

2.1 Non-selective secondary schools.

Due to the 3 year period of representation coming to an end for two of the members representing Non-selective Secondary Schools, it was agreed at the last Forum meeting that elections would be held for these positions. Originally there were four volunteers for the two vacant positions, however two of the volunteers subsequently dropped out, this resulted in an election not having to take place. The two members representing Non-Selective Secondary Schools for the period September 2010 to August 2013 are Chris Atkin (HT St Edmund’s Catholic School Dover) and Jane Partridge (HT Northfleet Technology College).
2.2 All Through Primary Schools with more than 400 pupils.

Jenny King the current representative for the above is changing schools at the end of the summer term. As Jenny’s new school is a Junior School, she will be unable to continue to represent All Through Primary schools. The process for replacing Jenny on the Forum has taken place and the group’s new representative from September is Lynda Downes (HT Sandling Primary School).
2.3 Junior Schools.

Mike Smith the representative for Junior Schools is retiring at the end of the summer term. The process to find a replacement for Mike is now well under way. An election for the vacant position is taking place between the 5th and 16th July. The following Head Teachers are standing for election Jenny King (New HT Wilesborough Juniors) and Jonathan Dunn ( HT Herne Bay Juniors).
2.4 Governors Representation.

Due to the 3 year period of representation on the Schools’ Funding Forum coming to an end in September for the following  Governor representatives, John Bromiley, Alasdair Paterson and Phil Sayer , the Kent Governors Association (KGA) have been asked to nominate three representatives for the period September 2010 to August 2013. The KGA have named the following governors as their representatives for this period. Alasdair Paterson (Governor Oakley Special School), Phil Sayer (Governor South Borough Primary School) and John Dennis (Governor Harvey Grammar School).
2.5 Election Forum Chairperson and Vice Chairperson.

As Nigel Blackburn is retiring and will not be a member of the Schools’ Funding Forum there is a need to run an election for the position of Chairperson and Vice Chairperson before the Forum meeting on the 24 September. The election process will take place early in September. Members of the Forum will be emailed and asked to nominate candidates and depending on the response to this an election will then be held by email or the nominated candidates will be appointed as Chairperson and Vice Chairperson.
