Progress on Extended Services Core Offer in Kent
As of 26 October 2009, 90% of Kent schools are offering access to the full core offer of Extended Services – an impressive achievement!
Extended Services Disadvantage Subsidy

Branded in Kent as “Your Choice”.
From April 2010, all schools and school clusters will have access to this funding, designed to subsidise access to extended services activities for economically disadvantaged children and young people and children in care. TDA have published Activities for all, a leaflet on the subsidy, explaining what the funding is for and how it can be accessed. The leaflet also promotes TDA’s resources to support those leading and managing the subsidy in LAs, schools and school clusters. Resources include: a ‘roadmap’ suggesting an approach to implementation, a briefing pack and slide presentation introducing the subsidy, and impact stories describing how it’s already making a difference to the lives of individual pupils in pathfinder schools.

Evaluation of Extended Services Agenda

The Department for Children, Schools and Families (DCSF) has commissioned an evaluation of extended services to be undertaken by a consortium led by BMRB and supported by teams of researchers from the Universities of Manchester and Newcastle and from Tecis Ltd.  This is a large scale evaluation that will collect both quantitative and qualitative information over a five year period (2009-13). 
Local Authorities and schools may be approached by the consortium to take part in some elements of the evaluation.  Their input in to the evaluation will be extremely valuable as the research aims to provide a comprehensive assessment of the impact of extended services, feeding in to future policy developments and decisions.
