News for Schools one-day workshops and after school clubs can help pupils on their journey to improved literacy. During any News for Schools session, pupils will share their knowledge of news sources and news stories. They will learn the different elements required to create a newspaper front page, using literacy, design and photographic skills. Working together, they produce a news report, written or spoken, a front page or even a school newspaper. 

News for Schools sessions enable children to develop and practise the four literacy skills strands of speaking, listening, reading and writing.  In addition we develop ICT skills including photography and design, as well as the ‘soft’ skills of confidence, team work, problem-solving and communication. They learn to write for a purpose and have something tangible to show for their work. 
Recent projects include: 

Kent Primary Schools Children’s Council:  a group of six ‘Press Packers’ creates a four-page newsletter report on the day in about four hours. The newsletter is a vital part of developing pupil voice and advocacy;

The Swalecliffe Scorcher: as a part of the Creative Partnerships programme, we worked with a mixed aged and ability group of primary pupils over several weeks to create The Swalecliffe Scorcher, a full-sized, 12-page newspaper, that was sold to parents for charity;

Newspaper in a Day Challenges: bespoke sessions where secondary school students create a newspaper on a special event.
