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	summary OF REPORT: 

The Schools Funding Forum (SFF) has asked the Delegated Formula Funding Group (DFFG) to formulate proposals for the distribution of the remaining balance of former specific grants, so that the Forum at its May meeting can make recommendations to elected members.  



1. Introduction and Background
1.1. As part of the 2011-12 funding settlement for schools, the Department of Education (DfE) mainstreamed 23 former specific grants into the Dedicated Schools Grant (DSG).  The value of the 23 former grants is estimated to be £124m. 

1.2. These grants fall into three groups

· The grants that were covered by the autumn consultation  - SSG, SSG(P) and SDG totalling some £70m
· The grants that are committed to existing programmes for all or part of the next financial year, and the SFF have recommended should continue to be paid until the end of the 2010-11 academic year, or for one more financial year.
· The remaining grants which will be allocated to schools in 2011-12, but possibly on a different basis to previously. 

1.3. SSG, SSGP and SDG were covered by the autumn consultation. These grants have now been reallocated as proposed and are included in the formula as follows :- 

· SSG is included partly within the AWPU rates (£130 per pupil) and partly within the lump sum (£12,000 per school)

· SSG(P) is included partly within the AWPU rates (£14 per pupil), partly within Mosaic allocations, and partly within Prior Attainment

· SDG is included partly within the AWPU rates (£116.34 per pupil), partly within Mosaic allocations, and partly within Prior Attainment
1.4. In addition to the above, the former universal allocations from Standards Funds have been included in the formula as follows:

· Bid 1.7 Primary Strategy is included partly in the AWPU rates (£5.25 per pupil) and partly within the lump sum (£2,500 per school)

· Bid 1.8 Secondary Strategy is included in the lump sum (£4,893 per school)

1.5. The following former grants are included in the 2011-12 budget statement, but as devolved revenue allocations only.

	· Specialist Schools

	· One-to-one tuition (5/12 allocation)

· Every Child programmes (5/12 allocation)


1.6. The remaining grants, listed below, were not included in the earlier consultation and their distribution from April 2011 had not been previously confirmed.
	· Extended schools

	· One-to-one tuition (7/12 allocation)

· Every Child programmes (7/12 allocation)


1.7. The SFF has asked DFFG to formulate proposals for how these grants should be allocated in future.  It is expected that their recommendations will be reported to the Funding Forum in May and we would expect to communicate final decisions to schools by the end of the month. 

2. Notional Share Distribution
2.1. The sums involved are substantial - in 2011/12 £12m and in 2012-13 and 2013-14 £27m per annum.  In the interests of providing schools with an indication of the likely level of funding we decided to show within the devolved revenue allocation a purely notional figure for each school.  
2.2. For 2011-12 this was calculated on the basis of a flat rate allocation for every pupil aged 4-10 (years R to 6) in primary, and a flat rate for every pupil aged 11-16 (years 7-11) in secondary.  The distribution between phases matches the current grant shares, and equates to £75.46 per pupil in primary and £56.89 per pupil in secondary.

2.3. For 2012-13, again in the interests of providing some indication of funding that will be available to schools in total; we calculated a purely notional figure for each school.  This allocation is based on the £27m pot and distributes it using just one single flat rate of £146.23 per pupil which is the same for all pupils aged 4 to 16 (years R – 11).

2.4. Table 1 below provides a summary of the distribution of the notional share allocations as illustrated in the 3 year planning tool.
