	2011-14 Formula Review
Presentation – Mosaic
Rachel Tinsley, (Team Leader, Research & Intelligence) gave a powerpoint presentation on the use of Mosaic as an indicator of deprivation.  A copy of the presentation has been uploaded onto KentTrustWeb.
Presentation – English as an additional language and Traveller children

Jenny Robson, (Head of Minority Community Achievement Service (MCAS)) explained the issues around ethnicity and English as an additional language in Kent and the under achieving groups.
Summary of findings:

· Only the data that is declared can be used – this can be due to cultural issues.

· Gypsy/Roma, Traveller of Irish Heritage and White Eastern European pupils tended to under achievement due to mobility.
· There is a problem with the transition to KS4.
· New arrivals tended to under achieve for the first two or three years only.
· There can be exceptions to new arrivals if they have come from previous English speaking schools.
The group requested to see the data modelling for new joiners and under achieving groups.  Information to be presented at the next meeting.
Simplification of presentation
The A4 budget sheet was re-presented showing the further amendments that had been made.  These were summarised as follows:
· The return of the blue summary box at the top of the sheet – the group was reminded that the mainstreaming of grants could mean that this box may be simpler.

· The incorporation of the KS3 pupils and 40% lowest average KS4 pupils into the prior attainment at end of KS2 rates.
· Integration of the KS3 only AEN indicators (Travellers, LAC’s, EAL’s and Military Children in Military Accommodation) into the main AEN indicators pot.

· The insurance liability in specific factors being added to the AWPU rate (an increase of £6.97 per pupil).

The group were reminded that although the figures had changed due to some of the changes above, detailed budget modelling at individual school level had not been done and that this version of the budget was for visual purposes only.

A Primary version was currently in production and would be available on KTW as soon as it was drafted.

Mainstreaming of specific grants

This item was postponed until the September meeting as this item was only hypothetical at this time.
