Definition of First Language

A pupil's first language is defined as any language other than English that a child was
exposed to during early development and continues to be exposed to in the home or
community. If a child was exposed to more than one language (which may include English)
during early development, a language other than English should be recorded, irrespective of
the child's proficiency in English.

In the case of an older pupil who is no longer exposed to the first language in the home,
and who now uses another language, the school should consult with the pupil or parent
to determine which language should be recorded.
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
