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Covering Note From Chairperson of the Schools’ Funding Forum

Item 6:  Kent schools involvement in London 2012 Games
Proposal:  That each District of Kent is allocated £20k from the unallocated DSG in order to provide ‘big events’ for all children and young people in the county in the run up to the Olympic and Paralympic Games.

The 2012 Olympic and Paralympic Games are a unique moment in the history of our nation.  It is unlikely that the Games will return to these shores in the lifetime of anyone alive today and therefore it offers us a unique opportunity to engage and involve every child and young person, every school and every community in Kent.  To make a real impact and to enable full engagement some substantial one-off funding is required.  The possibility of using some unallocated DSG was raised at the inaugural meeting of the Kent Association of Headteachers on the 11 November and they unanimously endorsed the above proposal which they wished to be presented to the Funding Forum on their behalf.

The funding would be delegated to each of the ‘District Lead Schools’ for the London 2012 Games and would be used by the District Planning Committees along with other funding streams to provide a comprehensive programme of events catering for all children and young people and all schools across Kent.

Danny O’Donovan has prepared the attached briefing paper to enable Forum members to see the scope of the opportunities next year and is attending the meeting to answer any specific queries.
