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	summary OF REPORT:
That each District of Kent is allocated £20k from the unallocated DSG in order to provide ‘big events’ for all children and young people in the county in the run up to the Olympic and Paralympic Games.



Background Information

In Kent we have always been very active and forward thinking in all matters relating to London 2012 (our approach has been independently assessed by the Government to be ‘Outstanding’) and in particular the GET SET National Education programme.  

Kent has more schools registered and more schools as approved members of the GET SET Network than any other area in the UK.

Kent has also led the way in competitive school sport through the introduction of the Kent School Games in 2008.  The Kent model has now been adopted as the format for the national 2012 School Sport Legacy Programme which will see the introduction of School Games throughout the UK from the summer of 2012.

 

Kent has been awarded the London 2012 Education Inspire Mark (quality mark) for its Kent 20in12 Learning Programme and 'Go For It' 2012 challenge programme, both of which directly support Kent schools to link with the GET SET programme.  

These programmes have been developed and delivered across the schools sector by our 'Lead Schools' Network, which has been working in partnership with schools since September 2008.

 

The ‘Lead Schools' network comprises of schools in each of our 12 Education Districts.  

Schools working in partnership has proven to be highly effective and has led to significant engagement of Kent schools in a variety of London 2012 programmes, with a number of schools qualifying for rewards such as visits to the Olympic Park for their students and visits by Olympians and Paralympians to their schools.

 

Kent 'Lead Schools' have led numerous projects which have inspired other schools to engage with the London 2012 Games from both a Learning and a Sporting perspective.  Within each of our 12 Education Districts, London 2012 Planning Groups have been set up by our 'Lead Schools'.  Planning Groups consist of representatives of the schools, FE, HE and Local Government District sectors.  The focus in the last phase of our four year programme, i.e. academic year 11/12, is to plan and deliver a young people focused 'Big Events' programme which will be wholly inclusive across all phases.  This programme will be formulated and delivered at a local level with young people playing a significant role in planning, leadership, volunteering and officiating, as well as of course the participation.  The programme aims to leave a lasting impact on the children in our schools as well as fostering a closer and positive relationship between education and community stakeholders.

FUNDING PROPOSAL

The ‘Big Events’ programme has five specific strands which we would like to develop in each of the 12 Education Districts in the build up to the London 2012 Games and forms the basis for this proposal for funding to be allocated from the unallocated DSG.

 

The Five Strands of the Kent School ‘Big Events’ Programme

1. Cultural and Sporting Festivals.  Events are being planned throughout the spring and summer of 2012 to mirror as close as possible the spirit of the Olympic and Paralympic experience.

2. Torch Relay engagement and celebrations.  Kent has more stops for the Olympic Torch than any other area in the UK with 38 towns and villages being visited over a 4 day period in the last week of the summer term.  There will also be two breakfast stops, two evening stops, eight photo stops and two lunchtime stops.  The engagement of young people is a major focus within all district council plans.

3. Young Games Maker programme.  We are aiming to recruit up to 1,000 young people in the age range 8-16 to become leaders, officials and volunteers across our 12 education districts to support the programmes highlighted above at school, district and county level.

4. PRIDE Values Awards programme.  This is being developed to recognise the commitment and enthusiasm of our young people in demonstrating one or more of the Olympic and Paralympic Values (Personal excellence, Respect and friendship, Inspiration, Determination and courage, and Equality) through their work in school or across their local community.  We would also like to extend this programme to include members of staff.

5. Lasting Memento programme.  This aims to capture the excitement of our young people in the build up to the Games and record their ‘treasured moments’ during and after the Games from a personal, school and community perspective during this very special moment in British History.
