Dedicated Schools Grant (DSG) Settlement 2012-13

The DfE have announced a flat cash settlement for the 2012-13 DSG and as with the current year have set the Minimum Funding Guarantee (MFG) at minus 1.5%. This means that the overall amount of DSG available for distribution to schools is at the same level as 2011-12. In summary schools subject to the MFG can expect to receive at least the average amount per pupil as they did in 2011-12 minus 1.5% taking into consideration the revised distribution of the Devolved Allocation and Further Delegation of DSG budgets. For schools not affected by the MFG they can expect the same funding this year, adjusted for changing pupil numbers with the addition of the funding for new delegations etc.

School budgets for 2012-13 will be issued to schools week ending Friday 2nd  March, a more detailed explanation regarding the level of funding a school can expect to receive is provided in the link at the bottom of this item.

Pupil Premium (PP) Settlement 2012-13 
The funding rates for the PP for 2012-13 are;
· PP- Free School Meals (FSM) £600 per pupil

· PP- Looked After Children (LAC)  £600 per pupil

· PP- Military Children £250 per pupil.

The DfE are adopting a new method of distribution for FSM- PP next year called the “Ever 6”. Funding will now be allocated to all pupils as at the January 2012 census that are or have been eligible for FSM’s at any point in the past six years. The DfE believe this new method of allocating funding will identify a higher proportion of underachieving children. Like all other authorities Kent’s assumption for budget planning was that PP (FSM & LAC) would double in 2012-13 to £860 per pupil and Military Children PP would double to £400 per pupil in 2012-13. This is clearly no longer the case. Please note that PP is not included in the MFG calculation.
The DfE will be providing details of pupil FSM eligibility for the previous six years. In the next e-bulletin we will provide an illustration of your schools PP based on Ever 6 using January 2011 pupil numbers The illustration will also provides details of PP for LAC and Military Children based on 2011-12 pupil numbers.
