Advice on Levels of Qualifications
&

Qualifications for Teaching Assistants

The School Workforce requires qualification information for all Teaching staff and Teaching Assistants who are mainly working in the mathematics or science areas plus qualification data for HLTAs (i.e. those with HLTA accreditation).

The SWC is concerned with qualification data at post A-level, i.e those with degrees, HNC, HND etc. at National Qualification Framework (NQF) level 4.

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In SIMS P7, however, there are posts set up which distinguish between TAs with a certificate and TAs without.

I attach below an extract from the Local Government Employers guidance on Qualifications for Teaching Assistants (dated September 2002) which sets out qualifications in related areas that are accredited to the National Qualifications Framework.

There are other qualifications that teaching assistants may have achieved such as the Open University Specialist Teacher Assistant Certificate (STAC) which are not included in the framework.  However, this does not imply lack of quality in qualification and these would fit into the “with certificate” category.  
There is no definitive list but hopefully the annexes below will help you make a judgment as to what would be classed as “with certificate”.
