Remove all furniture and thoroughly vacuum carpet.

Portable machines: Dilute 10ml of Extraction Pro per litre of hot water (1:100) in the machine solution tank.

Truck-mount units: Dilute 1 litre of Extraction Pro in 4 litres of water (1:4) to make metering concentrate. Set flow meter at 2 to 4 GPH (1:100).

Always pre-test carpet for colour fastness with diluted solution before proceeding.

Spray Multi Pro stain remover on all heavy soiled areas, according to label directions.
Shampoo carpet.

Wool carpets and those with unstable dyes should be tested and extraction rinsed with fibre and fabric rinse according to label directions.
