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	Method of Use

Light duty and general application: Dilute 125ml of multi pro per litre of water (1 to 8) in a spray bottle.
Heavy soil and grease: Dilute 250ml of multi pro per litre of water (1 to 4) in a spray bottle. 

Always pre-test carpet or surface with diluted solution before proceeding.
Wool carpets and those with unstable dyes should be tested and extraction rinsed with fibre and fabric rinse according to label directions. 

Apply with sprayer to all heavily soiled areas and spots, and then agitate carpet with pile brush.

Blot spots with clean white towel or tissue, then clean treated carpet with normal extraction or shampoo process. Other surfaces can be wiped with towel or mop.
