Cycle to School Contract.

The objective of a cycle to school contract is to encourage parents and pupils to take responsibility for their own safety when cycling to school and to serve as a reminder of the things families should be considering when deciding to cycle.

You may wish to add extra clauses relating to your own specific site, this contract represents the minimum we would expect.  Please consult the Safer Routes to School Team if you would like guidance on wording additional clauses.

Please note that we recommend that pupils under the age of 10 and those who have not completed a cycling awareness course should be accompanied at all times when cycling on the road.

We suggest the following letters are reproduced on headed paper and distributed to pupils who ask for permission to cycle to school.  Those returning completed contracts should be added to a register and allocated a secure cycle space where possible.  For more information on how to apply for a School Travel Plan Award to provide secure cycle parking please contact the Safer Routes to School Team.

Ideally the contract should be renewed at least annually with pupils and parents and you will also need to consider how you will monitor behaviour and take away permission to bring cycles to school if the contract is abused.

The school cannot take responsibility for the bicycles whilst they are on the school premises although they will try to make sure they are secure.  Parents / guardians could include the bicycles on their household insurance policy.

It is very important that pupils understand the rules outlined and follow them.  Not sticking to these rules will mean they have broken their side of the contract and may not be allowed to cycle to school in the future.

As part of our ongoing commitment to reducing the number of car journeys made to school through our School Travel Plan we are introducing ‘cycle to school contract’.

However, so that permission to cycle to school can be given, pupils and parents / guardians must read, understand and agree to the following.

Cycle To School Contract

Riders Guidelines

· Bicycles must be roadworthy.

· Any dangerous or inconsiderate behaviour will mean that permission to cycle to school is withdrawn.

· They must push their cycle when they are inside school grounds.  (Cycling or riding when they are standing on the pedals is very dangerous)

· When crossing roads on their bicycle they should dismount and push their cycle.  Riding across the road is dangerous.

· They must not interfere with any other cycle in the school.

· They must wear suitable safety aids, a correctly fitting, approved cycle helmet and an easily visible jacket or tabard ideally with reflective material on it as well

· Effective, working lights must be used when appropriate.

· They must cycle to school regularly.

· They must have and use a lock for their cycle.
