Promoting Safe Travel Ideas for Early Years
	Walking
	Set up a reward scheme for children walking to the centre (e.g.sticker chart)

	
	Investigate having a pedometer challenge, involving a virtual walk.

	
	Provide storage for buggies.

	
	Have a display of children’s artwork which highlights why it’s fun to walk.

	Cycling
	Provide somewhere safe to store cycles.

	
	Investigate cycle training for staff.

	
	Publicise the KCC Cycle2Work scheme to staff.

	
	Organise family bike maintenance training.

	Public Transport
	Ensure public transport information is widely available for parents, staff and visitors.

	Car Sharing
	Identify people who could share journeys, and put them in contact with each other.

	
	Ensure that staff consider car sharing when going to training events.

	Safety of the Site
	Promote ‘park and stride’ sites where people can park away from the site and walk the remainder of the journey, to ease congestion at the site.

	
	Regular reminders to all staff, visitors and parents about considerate parking and not parking on yellow lines.

	
	Improve paths for pedestrians and/or cyclists in the grounds.

	Road Safety
	Provide road safety information to parents.

	
	Liaise with KCC Road Safety team to see what is available in terms of resources.

	
	Have a road safety themed event ( a “Beep Beep” Day) once a term / annually.

	Publicity and Continuity
	Promote sustainable travel at staff meetings.

	
	Establish a travel notice board where relevant travel information can be displayed. 

	
	Create a travel information guide that could be sent to parents as a leaflet and/or included on your website. 

	
	Liaise with neighbouring schools or other organisations to tackle problems jointly.

	Highways Issues
	Liaise with the parish / borough council to raise awareness of highways issues, and then contact Kent Highway Services.

	
	Report parking issues to the local council parking management teams.
