Help for Schools from the Road Safety Team
Road Safety assemblies/talks for primary schools
In general, the Road Safety team is not able to provide staff to deliver assemblies. However, there are some support staff in the Maidstone and Swale areas who are able to do this. Other schools can phone for advice to obtain resources to deliver talks themselves, or gain advice. Local Police Community Support Officers might be willing to help.

Support for Road Safety/ Healthy Living focus weeks
The team is willing to give advice on what the school might like to offer, if enough notice is given. They can help to pinpoint suitable resources, or loan equipment such as “Street Feet” or “Teddy Takes a Tumble”*. Pedestrian training for pupils and parents
The Small Steps programme is delivered to primary schools in some areas. This is also a good way of involving parents in teaching children important skills. If there is no scheme co-ordinator in your area, the Road Safety team can provide the manual and guidance in running the scheme so the school can take the initiative forward itself.

“Teddy Takes a Tumble” – a story sack for adults to deliver to young children, emphasising the need to wear the correct car seat restraints

Minibus Reassessments
