· EQUIPMENT USED AND SOFTWARE
Each school involved in the project within the cluster was purchased a Sony Handycam DCR-SR55E, tripod and bag. The software used was the included Sony software (Picture Motion Browser) and Microsoft Movie Maker v5.1 (for XP)
· CONTENT OF THE TRAINING SESSIONS
On the 19th January 2009
staff were trained by Karen Johnson, a media studies teacher from Tunbridge Wells Grammar School for Boys, on the basic operation of the video equipment as well as techniques for using digital video cameras in the classroom. A staff handbook had been created by Karen for attendees to work through and take home. This included tips, set up advice, camera terms, how to storyboard, shot lists, a video exercise to help reinforce learning, and tips on using digital video for problem solving and decision making.
On the 30th March 2009, attendees were trained by Karen in the use of video editing tools to create a finished film. The software focused on was Microsoft Movie Maker since this is freely available to all. Again, Karen produced a useful handbook on how to create a film in Movie Maker. 
· TEACHING IDEAS/ RESOURCES
A range of case studies of using video in classrooms have been produced by the group so far, including tutorial videos (e.g. how to solder, how to set up a CNC router), student self-evaluation of finished products, student peer-assessment and student self-assessment. Many of these videos have been shared at group meetings and uploaded to the group KLZ collaborative website.
· EVIDENCE OF IMPACT ON PUPILS AND TEACHERS
This is a longer piece of work that will be continued through further sharing of best practice and experience in the use of video in the classroom over the next academic year.
· EVALUATION
The project has been a well received and useful exercise that has provided each participating school with useful equipment and training. For full value from the project will require further championing of the use of video and sharing of practice by group members.

· FUTURE DEVELOPMENT/PROJECTS
· Continued sharing of practice of using video in the classroom with feedback from pupils on its use.

· Improving skills in CAD – tailored training
· Sharing best classroom practice on using and teaching CAD

· Further development of KLZ site for sharing resources and encouraging collaboration between teachers.
