RADIO STATION PROJECT 
· INTRODUCTION OF THE PROJECT
Already, our year 7 students as part of their scheme of work, have to create an interview suitable for radio, they edit it, add a jingle, export it as mp3 and put it behind a button on a flash interface.  As an extension to this and as a whole school project we decided to try to set up a school radio station that would be accessible to all students and used across as many subjects as possible.
· PROJECT AIMS
The primary benefits will be the exposure to a “real working environment” with all the pressures and learning opportunities that brings, the promotion of citizenship and reinforcing the whole-school community whilst allowing students to have greater ownership of their school.

With links in allowing opportunities for student leadership, organization and enterprise, creating a diverse learning experience and increasing student engagement, the radio station can be seen as a natural development as part of the School Improvement Plan.

· THE PROJECT WILL BE OF INTEREST TO….

Well the list is endless but in particular, all schools looking for a way of encouraging student voice, schools running a media course, schools trying to support auditory learners, schools trying to encourage enterprise projects
· SCHOOLS INVOLVED IN THE PROJECT
Tonbridge Grammar School for Girls
· EQUIPMENT USED AND SOFTWARE
The school raised enough funds to buy some radio equipment from a company called Squared.  The equipment is used commercially by local hospital radio stations and many other schools and comes with software called Myriad
· CONTENT OF THE TRAINING SESSIONS
No training was provided by pSquared but the school has established links with Ravensbourne College in London and they are coming in during July to train the students in producing a radio programme – this is free of charge.
· TEACHING IDEAS/ RESOURCES
The idea is that the radio equipment will be used in as many subjects and minischools as possible.  For examples of how subjects can use it please see the Radio Proposal document on the KLZ, ICT E-Learning group section.
· EVIDENCE OF IMPACT ON PUPILS

The whole impact is yet to be measured but currently students from year 7 to 12 are involved in a lunchtime club where they produce features for the radio programmes and organise playlists, contact local businesses for sponsorship etc. 
· EVIDENCE OF IMPACT ON TEACHERS
The intention is for the radio station project to be completely run by the students and have little impact on teachers workloads.  The impact of the equipment on their teaching opportunities is yet to be assessed.
· EVALUATION
The project has been slow but steady.  The equipment only arrived at the end of the school year so we are hoping to broadcast one recorded programme before the holidays and then start it with a vengeance in September working up to several live broadcasts a week.  It has been decided to impose some kind of structure to the teams working on the project to ensure that students are provided with as many opportunities for management and involvement as possible.
