	Monday
	Objective: To identify the key feature of a discursive text
	Using the photocopy, text mark to identify the key features of a discursive text. Use different colours to highlight the different features.
	As a class write a ‘success criteria’ for the completion of a successful discursive text, highlighting the need for contrasting viewpoints etc. 

	
	Examine the text to identify its key features i.e. contrasting viewpoints, use of balanced connectives, paragraph starters. Annotate using the Smartboard
	Create a wordbank using the Smartboard of connectives that can be found within the text.
	
	

	Tuesday
	Objective: To identify possible arguments for and against zoos benefiting  animals
	Demonstrate to the class how a double spidergram can be used to structure two contradictory opinions and enables you to elaborate on these ideas. Complete using ideas from the for/against grid.
	Ask volunteers to demonstrate how they have developed their ideas using this method of structuring and recording.

	
	As a class complete a for/against grid to discuss the idea – ‘Are zoos a good or bad thing?’
	Using the highlighter tool on the Smartboard, identify technical/formal language that has been used within the text.
	
	

	Wednesday
	Objective: To understand the role of the introductory paragraph when writing a discursive text.
	Using the modeled text written earlier, pupils should write their own introduction to discuss the idea, ‘Are zoos a good or bad thing for conservation?’
	Listen to examples from the class and evaluate as a group how they have been successful and what could be done to improve them further.

	
	Explain the need to remain impartial when introducing the topic for the discursive text. Write a shared introduction to the topic of conservation, using contributions from the class
	Review the introduction. Highlight  and improve areas not consistent with the style of a discursive text. Change to improve introduction ensuring a formal style has been adopted and technical language, where appropriate, has been used. 
	
	

	Thursday
	Objective: To structure and link contrasting ideas to form the main body of a discursive text
	Complete expanding their skeleton notes into the main section of discursive text using MS Word. They should carry on from the work completed during the shared writing period and should ensure they separate their ideas using paragraphs.
	Choose and listen to one pupils work. Ask the class to explain why the ideas have been linked in this way!!!!!!!!!!!!!

	
	Using the double spidergram from Tuesday’s lesson, demonstrate using suggestions from the class, how to link these ideas through the use of the balanced connectives collected earlier in the week.
	
	

	Friday
	Objective: To understand how to draw a number of ideas together when writing a concluding paragraph
	Open partners finished discursive text, read and insert comments on its effectiveness in achieving the success criteria discussed on Monday. (display if possible)
	Ask the children if they have identified a piece of writing that has fulfilled all aspects of the success criteria. Listen to work and appraise as a class. If successful add to library’s teacher resources.

	
	Examine a completed conclusion that has been inappropriately written. Edit with the class to ensure it meets the criteria for a successful discursive conclusion.
	Encourage the children to rewrite their introduction from Wednesday, using MS Word to make any changes to the chosen vocabulary.
