	Monday
	Objective: To identify the key feature of explanation writing
	Work in pairs to annotate a photocopy of an explanation text to show key features of this writing, as previously modelled.
	As a class write a ‘success criteria’ for the completion of a successful explanation text, highlighting the need diagrams to support the written word etc. 

	
	Examine the text to identify its key features i.e. combining text and image to help somebody understand something, use of maps, diagrams, subtitles etc. Annotate using the Smartboard.
	Looking at the text, using the Smartboard, as a class highlight using different colours technical language, causal connectives (because, so) and the use of action verbs and confirm in which tense they have been written.
	
	

	Tuesday
	Objective: To examine the structure of an explanation text
	Using the Internet and other sources, collect information, diagrams, maps etc relating to the subtitles discussed earlier. Record information in books under each subheading and references to books, web pages etc where accompanying visual images have been found.
	Compile a class based mind map containing information collected by the children around each of the identified subheadings.

	
	Review how an explanation text is structured. As a class, develop a list of questions that could be used as subtitles to explain what conservation is and how it works. Identify both the introductory and concluding subtitle. 
	Looking at the text, using the Smartboard focus on importance of the use of the impersonal voice and the use of the passive.  Ask pupils to identify where this is used.

	
	

	Wednesday
	Objective: To understand how to order ideas and combine with visual images
	Working together in small groups, begin sorting information, from both that collated by the class and collected by individuals during yesterday’s lesson, so that by the end of the lesson they have their own annotated flow diagram demonstrating the structure of their explanation text.
	Discuss successful examples and add some ideas to the class flowchart.

	
	Using a flow diagram, link subheadings together and ask children to combine with visual images, by dragging diagrams etc to correct area of flow diagram.
	Write sample sentences using the Smartboard to accompany images, ensuring action verbs are written using the present tense.
	
	

	Thursday
	Objective: To combine the language conventions of an explanation text with visual images
	Using MS Powerpoint, encourage each individual to create a series of slides for their group, containing both visual and verbal information. By using the identified subheadings, they are to clearly explain the role of conservation.
	Select a series of children to display their slides. As a class, highlight the successful areas and suggest ways in which it could be further improved.

	
	Using the class’ flow chart, demonstrate using MS Powerpoint and the process of shared writing how to successfully integrate both visual and verbal information in order to write a modelled introduction to explanation writing.
	Review the introduction. Highlight and improve focusing on explanatory language – the use of technical terms and causal connectives.
	
	

	Friday
	Objective: To understand how to write a concluding paragraph to their explanation text.
	Working as a group, create a Powerpoint slide combining verbal information with the class diagram created earlier. The written information should summarise/conclude this explanation text. Each group should combine slides to create one explanation text per group.
	Show examples of work and ask the class to evaluate how successful they have been in meeting all aspects of the success criteria. Listen to work and appraise as a class. If successful add to library’s teacher resources/web site.

	
	Using the Smartboard, as a group write a concluding statement using the subtitle identified earlier in the week. Develop a diagram that could be used to draw all the problems together to clearly explain why conservation is necessary.
	Revise the use of the impersonal voice and the use of the passive.  Ask pupils to suggest  and model writing sentences incorporating these features.
