	Monday
	Objective: To comment critically on the overall impact of a poem, showing how language and themes have been developed.
	Give pupils a list of simple sentences and ask them to add description e.g. by adding adverbs, metaphors, similes etc. 
Present examples within a Clicker grid for BA pupils to use on-screen.
	Ask pupils to share examples of their descriptions.  
Present the original simple sentences and new sentences on split screens in Word.

	
	Read aloud a poem presented on the SMART Board.  Discuss the theme, the effect on the reader etc.

Ask pupils to identify how the poet has manipulated words within the poem and annotate the poem on-screen to highlight these.
	Explore language features such as rhyme, rhythm, alliteration, onomatopoeia, metaphors and simile.


	
	

	Tuesday
	Objectives: To describe and evaluate the style of an individual poet.
To look at connections and contrasts in the work of different writers.
	Give pupils a third poem on the same theme and ask them to annotate the text to record similarities and differences in style of the three poems.
	Ask pupils to report back on the key language features of the poem and how these compare with those discussed as a class.

	
	 Read aloud two poems linked to the issue of conservation presented on the SMART Board.  

Compare and contrast the styles of each poet.
	Refer to language features such as rhyme, rhythm, alliteration, onomatopoeia, metaphors and simile.
	
	

	Wednesday
	Objective: To discuss how linked poems relate to one another by themes, format and repetition.
	Ask pupils to write further verses of the poem using the ‘What are …?’ opening for each line.
	Ask pupils to suggest other questions which could be used to open each line of a poem e.g. who, where or why.
What effect would these have?

	
	Read aloud the poem ‘What are heavy?’ presented on the SMART Board and discuss the format, use of repetition etc.  What effect does this create?
Ask pupils to suggest substitutions for some of the words within the poem and use Track changes in Word to record these on-screen.
	Discuss how words in a sentence e.g. ‘sea-sand and sorrow are heavy’ are re-expressed in a different order to achieve a particular effect in this poem.

	
	

	Thursday
	Objective: To write a sequence of poems linked by theme or form.
	Ask pupils to work in pairs to develop one verse of the poem (allocate a different verse to each pair).  Later form rainbow groups to make a sequence of poems and then refine these as a group.
	Ask pupils to read their poems aloud.  Ask the class to suggest the words they liked and any which could be improved.

	
	Read aloud the lines ‘I see the wind’ etc. presented on the SMART Board.  
Discuss what we might see, hear, feel linked to the issue of conservation and substitute these words within each line and record these ideas on the SMART Board.
	Discuss the language features considered earlier in the week.  How might these be incorporated within the poem? 
	
	

	Friday
	Objective: To show different interpretations of poems through intonation and pace when reading aloud.
	Ask pupils to work in pairs to practice reading their poem.  Ask each pair to show a different interpretation of the poem in the way they read it aloud.  Use microphones to record sound clips of these performances.
	Ask pairs of pupils to read their poems aloud.  Use a digital video camera to record pupils’ performances.


	
	Read aloud one of poems written on Thurs presented on the SMART Board with and without expression.  
Discuss the importance of appropriate use of dynamics, tempo, pauses and expression when reading aloud.
	Explore how the poem might be adapted for particular readers and purposes e.g. presented as a rap to appeal to young people.
