	Monday
	Objective: To develop an understanding of the features of explanatory texts.
	Give pupils instructions written in continuous prose and ask them to re-write it into bullets or a numbered list.
	Share one pupil’s instructions.  Have they used formal official language?  Where could this be improved?

	
	Present examples of instructions using the OHP or data projector e.g. continuous prose, bullets, a numbered list or as a flow diagram.  

Discuss the key features of instructional writing.
	Record the language conventions and grammatical features of instructional texts on the SMART Board.
	
	

	Tuesday
	Objective: To identify when a writer might choose to write in a given style and form.
	Give pupils instructions written as a flow diagram and ask them to re-write it in continuous prose, bullets or a numbered list (they choose appropriate style and form).
	Pupils present their instructions to the class and justify the style / form used.  Discuss as a class the ways each is effective.

	
	Review different examples of instructions on the SMART Board.  

Present examples of topics for instructional writing on the SMART Board.  Ask pupils to suggest which style and form would be appropriate for each.
	Discuss when a writer might choose to write in a given style and form.  
	
	

	Wednesday
	Objective: To select and use an appropriate style and form of instructional writing.

To identify typical words and expressions used in instructional writing.
	Pupils create a flow diagram using key words to plan writing instructions for using the camera. 
	Discuss with the class and record on SMART Board key vocabulary they used within their plans and/or will need to use when writing their instructions.

	
	Ask pupils to recall how they used the digital video camera and edited their video whilst demonstrating these techniques on-screen.  

Ask pupils to suggest which style and form of instructional writing would be appropriate to writing instructions for using the camera.
	Identify and record on the SMART Board typical words and expressions used in instructional writing.
	
	

	Thursday
	Objective: To use the language conventions and grammatical features of instructional texts.
	Pupils amend their plan (if needed) and use this to write their own instructions as a numbered list or bullet points in Word.
	Share one pupil’s plan with the class.  Ask pupils to identify the appropriate use of language discussed at the beginning of the lesson.  

	
	Review an incomplete example of a flow diagram on the SMART Board and test the instructions for using the camera it gives.  What needs to be added?

Model how to write these notes as instructions in a Word document (as a numbered list or bullet points).
	Explore the conventions of the language used in the instructions you have written e.g. impersonal voice, imperative verbs, formal vocabulary.
	
	

	Friday
	Objective: To comment constructively on the writing of others to support planning, revising and editing.
	Pupils redraft their instructions in Word and then test them to ensure there are no errors / omissions.
	Discuss with the class the key features important to remember when writing instructions for another pupil to follow.  How could they adapt their instructions for younger pupils?  

	
	Review a first draft of instructions for using the camera with errors in language and grammar used (e.g. written in the first person).

Ask pupils to suggest how it could be amended and annotate the text on the SMART Board to record these.
	Refer to the language conventions and grammatical features of instructional texts on the SMART Board used on Monday.
