	Objectives: To use the styles and conventions of journalism to write a report.
To understand the terms active and passive.

	As a class review one of the video reports created.  What mood have the pupils tried to create?  How have they created this?  How could they enhance this further?

	
	View and analyse the opening and closing titles and credits.  How are these appropriate to the nature of the report?
Demonstrate how to download video to a computer and add relevant titles, credits, sound and special effects.
