
Flowchart: All Professionals working with Children and Young People aged under 18 who are Sexually Active 

Professionals should attempt to build rapport and trust with the young people and seek the 
following information: 
- The age of the young people and details of their sexual partner if revealed 
- Establish whether the young person is Fraser competent  
- Advise on limits of confidentiality  
- Complete the risk assessment tool with the young person 
- Continue to provide services: “It is lawful to provide contraception advice to prevent 

pregnancy/termination or acquiring an STD regardless of age.” 
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
